I am pleased to report that the Budget and Finance Committee, after weeks
of discussion, has submitted a balanced budget to the Board of Directors.
Working off the 2010 tentative budget Approved at National in Lacey, WA the
committee was able to refine that budget after reviewing the final year-end
figures from the 2009 Budget. Projecting membership in 2010 is a gamble at
best. However, as the economy improves we are hopeful SMART will begin to
grow again. Membership revenue is important to our survival. Income from the
Regional and National Musters along with Caravans are also important to our
survival. The income from these along with the donations from excess surplus
funds and 50/50 determine our ability to publish a magazine, have a web site
obtain advertisement, pay for employees and have a headquarters. Keep in
mind excess surplus funds often occur after funds are collected for musters
based on budgeting information for that muster, What often happens, is events,
meals and activities are often donated or given at a reduced rate by generous
civic and military minded vendors and citizens that enable us to have an
overage of funds. The more members that attend Region and National Musters
- the bigger the return to our membership via the budget. We were able to
include a thousand dollars for advertisement this year. Although this is a drop
in the bucket it is a big step forward. We still need financial assistance from
chapters by way of chapter donations, 50/50 and other efforts to be able to get
the word out about SMART. We can all send a positive impression for new
comers by attending regional and national muster. We have also taken steps to
tighten our financial belt by reducing office expenses in going to a four day work
week and reducing the number and size of the Traveler. 

2010 FINANCIAL REPORT TO THE MEMBERSHIP: The 2010 Budget
was approved by the SMART Board of Directors on March 19, 2010 at the board

meeting in Milton, Fl. An $89,000 budget based
on anticipated income of $89,721 and expenses of
$89,140 with a net profit of $131, included $1000
for SMART Advertising and cutting back the
Traveler to six issues of 16 pages. A reduction in
office hours from a five day to a four day work week
will remain in effect to save money until our
membership reaches approximately 2000
members. Quarterly Budget reviews will keep an
eye on spending and offer the opportunity to make
any adjustments necessary. Much of our income
come depends on funds from National/Regional
Musters, Caravans and Membership dues. With the much anticipated
aggressive advertising and recruiting program going into action there is
anticipation our membership will exceed 2000 again. However, with the loss of
the Alaska caravan ( due to the lack of participants) the Budget and Finance
committee will be watching closely the figures from National/regional musters,
caravans and the effects of the recruiting program. Quarterly Budget
adjustments, the first schedule for the end of April, will allow for further
adjustments of the approved budget as necessary. One final note, funds were
available to replace the office printer with an impressive cost effective/cost
saving model. After many, many, years of faithful service it was necessary to
replace the printer because repair parts were no longer available to service the
“ole boy”. We are looking forward to making 2010 a remarkable year for
SMART.

A
review each quarter will, if necessary, provide
additional fine tuning, as we try to maintain a
balanced budget.  Additionally, board approval
was provided to purchase a new copier for the
office.  This was necessitated by the old copier just
calling it quits.  Action was also taken to approve
the chapter charter and chapter logo for SMART’s
newest chapter; the Arkansas Diamond Chapter.

Welcome aboard, and smooth sailing ahead.  Also a review and approval of a
National Recruitment and Retention Guide was presented and approved for use
throughout SMART.

On the ‘close-up’ view you can see PA 45 and Homan Lane, which is
the normal entry for this type of event. The actual road is five lanes
wide: four inlets, and one outlet lane, and extends about 300 yards
from ‘Gate 3’ which is the gate you’ll come through. I expect to have
‘guides’ to lead/direct you into the actual parking area at this gate.

On the larger view map, you can see that there are two major
methods to access Centre Hall; Folks coming in on ‘I-80’ can take

‘I–99’ south to PA-144 and travel through Pleasant Gap, through
Centre Hall, to PA-45 south and into Gate 3. Be aware that there is a
rather steep hill dropping down into Centre Hall from Pleasant Gap.

Folks coming into the area via US-322 can transit to Centre Hall
via PA-144 from Potters Mill. If coming from the east, there is about
two miles of two lane road prior to the turnoff, but no major ‘hills’ to
deal with. From Potters Mills to PA-45 is about six miles of good two
lane road. The Homan Lane entry to Gate 3 is about a mile south on
PA 45 from PA-144.

The opening ceremony color guard is being provided by the Penn
State ROTC units, and Congressman Glenn Thompson (PA 5th
District) will be one of our speakers. Other questions that have arisen
are ’30 amp plugs’ on each 4 station 200 Amp service panel, one water
riser for every two rigs so ‘Y’s will be needed, only ten sewage
connection sites which are being used for the severely disabled folks;
expect to have people movers from all other sites as well as golf cart
service, in process of finalizing Golf. It would be wise to arrive with
gray and black-water tanks as empty as possible, but daily honey
wagon service is available.  I do need some feedback on who is
interested in our proposed tours; an email on same would be
appreciated for those who think they will go on them to assist in
finalizing transportation. Other options for tours are the local
‘Caverns’ and the Civil War
Museum in Harrisburg. Feel free
to contact me with any questions
and we’ll see you in September.
